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Foreword

The Government of India considers any person below the age of 14 as “children”. As
per statistics, there were 444 million children in 2011, who were below the age of 18 years,
accounting for nearly 37 per cent of the population of India. Our country has, in fact, the
largest child population in the world. Children are the wealth of a nation — it's future human
resource. Recognising this need, the Constitution of India contains special provisions for
survival, development, and protection of children. Having ratified the Convention on the
Rights of Children in the year 1992, it becomes obligatory on the part of all of us to give
children their due share as many of them are still vulnerable and continue to fight for their
survival, especially those living in tribal and rural areas, and urban slums. It is precisely
for these reasons that India has joined 191 other States participating in the well-being of
children. The National Plan of Action for Children of the Government of India commits itself
to ensure all rights to all children up to the age of 18 years.

All this, undoubtedly, would require special initiatives that focus on equality and result
in accelerated progress for less privileged children. Apart from children requiring special
attention, care and protection, there are also large segments of children who need to be
supported and brought under the purview of effective policies, schemes, and programmes.
These include, for instance, children in their early childhood, adolescents, children in
difficult circumstances, and young girls who are deprived of opportunities for leading a
healthy life. This can become a reality only when there is an effective system of collecting
data on children.

In order to provide a comprehensive data relating to children at one place, NIPCCD,
since 1990, has been publishing a pocket book, and later a handbook of “Statistics on
Children in India” by collecting data on different aspects of children from different sources
and collating it in a comprehensive manner. The compilation has been found useful by
the policy makers, planners, administrators, researchers, and others who are genuinely
interested in the welfare and empowerment of children. The present edition is fourteenth
in series. A remarkable feature of the current compilation is that it brings together latest
available data on children from various sources including that from the Annual Health
Survey (2012-13), District Level Household Survey (DLHS-4), and Rapid Survey on
Children (2013-14).
